Methods of Reducing Flood Losses
In order to accomplish its purpose, this Code includes methods and provisions for:

1 Restricting or prohibiting uses that are dangerous to health, safety, and property
due to water or erosion hazards, or which result in damaging increases in
erosion or in flood heights or velocities;

2. Requiring that uses vulnerable to floods including facilities that serve such uses
be protected against flood damage throughout their intended life;

3 Controlling the alteration of natural floodplains, stream channels, and natural
protective barriers, which help accommodate or channel flood waters;

4. Controlling filling, grading, dredging, and other development that may increase
Slood damage; and

5. Preventing or regulating the construction of flood barriers that will unnaturally
divert flood waters or may increase flood hazards or adverse flooding impacts to
other lands.

Assure that the flood carrying capacity within an altered or relocated
portion of any watercourse is maintained, unless mitigated pursuant to
this Chapter, the Hillsborough County Construction Code, and the
Stormwater Technical Manual. Variations to requirements within this
Part shall be approved pursuant to the Hillsborough County
Construction Code.



Manufactured home subdivisions shall be designed using methods and
practices that minimize flood damage and meet elevation requirements,

" which include having structures elevated and anchored to prevent

flotation, collapse, or lateral movement.

Require for riverine areas without a regulatory floodway boundary
defined on the Flood Insurance Rate Map, that no new construction,
substantial improvements, or other development (including fill) shall be
permitted within Zones A1-30 and AE on the community's FIRM, unless
it is demonstrated that the cumulative effect of the proposed
development, when combined with all other anticipated development,
will not increase the water surface elevation of the base flood more than
one foot at any point within the community.

Require compensation storage pursuant to minimum standards within the
Hillsborough County Stormwater Technical Manual and with
Hillsborough County's participation with the National Fload Insurance
Program, and within this Chapter.

Coastal High Hazard Areas have special flood hazards associated with high
velocity waters from tidal surge and hurricane wave wash. Therefore, except
within areas presently utilized for port or marina facilities, or zoned for such use,
the following provisions shall apply:

All new development shall be located landward of the reach of the mean
high tide.

Compliance with provisions of this ordinance shall be certified by a
Professional Engineer in the State of Florida.

There shall be no fill used as structural support.

There shall be no alteration of sand dunes or mangrove stands which
would increase potential flood damage.

Coastal A Zones are those A and AE zones are areas with similarities to
those areas within designated velocity zones shown on the Flood
Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) and within the Flood Insurance Study (FIS)
that have been identified through standard engineering practices to have
potential breaking waves less than three (3) feet in height. The waves in
these areas have sufficient force to modify the landscape and damage or
destroy the built environment if not properly designed and constructed to
counter such forces. Pursuant to ASCE standards, new or substantially
improved developments must be designed to have considered, in addition
to other requirements of this ordinance, effects from erosion and scour,
and to have considered appropriate factors necessary to resist erosion
and effects that may affect proposed development due to effects from the
one-percent probability flood event. Designs for meeting this
requirement must be performed by design professionals, which are
required to certify their work through sealing and signing drawings and



any other documents (i.e., calculations, etc.) as is appropriate by
regulations.

Coastal High Hazard Areas, also V-zone, are designated on the Flood
Insurance Rate Map and within the Flood Insurance Study in which a
design professional shall perform an analysis, or analyses, prior to
allowable development that may become obstructions and designed to be
placed into the V-zone. The analysis, or analyses, shall show that there
shall be no impact with respect to ramping and, or, deflection of velocity
waters, or erosion damage to the structure or nearby developments.
Respective analyses and background data shall be submitted for
approval and recording with the permit application. The analysis, or
analyses,shall be performed in conformance to standards identified
within the U.S.Army Corps of Engineers’ Coastal Shore Protection and
the FEMA''s Coastal Construction manuals. If impacts are to be
mitigated, a variance in accordance with this Chapter and Code shall
first be obtained prior to a permit application being granted, Mitigation
techniques shall be a condition of a Flood Damage Control Board Order
and shall be shown on construction plans and put into place prior to
impacts.

Prohibit the use of fill for non-structural use, except when such does not
exceed the elevation of the existing grade by more than three (3) inches
or otherwise does not require a permit for minor ground stabilizing or
landscaping purposes. No permit shall be issued for the use of fill in V-
zone, as designated on the Flood Insurance Rate Map, unless it is has
been demonstrated through appropriate engineering analyses and
background data has been submitted for recording with the permit
application that the subject fill does not cause any adverse impacts to the
structure on site or adjacent properties.

Standards for Subdivision Proposals:

a.

All subdivision proposals shall be consistent with the need to minimize
Slood damage.

All subdivision proposals shall have public utilities and facilities such as
sewer, gas, electrical, and water systems located and constructed to
minimize flood damage.

All subdivision proposals shall have adequate drainage provided to
reduce exposure to flood hazards.

Base and design flood elevation data shall be provided by the developers
Jfor subdivision proposals and other proposed development.

All subdivision proposals must comply with all pertinent provisions of
the Subdivision Regulations and any other development regulations,
including manufactured home parks and subdivisions that exceed fifty
lots or five acres, whichever is less.



All subdivision lot-grading plans shall list both the NGVD and the
NAVD vertical datum elevations, with appropriate conversion factor(s),
required for an individual structure’s finished-floor and design- and
base-flood elevations, where applicable, and the elevation shall be listed
Jor easy identification for each lot until such time the County's Flood
Insurance Rate Maps and Flood Insurance Study have elevations listed
using the NAVD vertical datum. At such time, the vertical datum shall be
listed using NAVD.

All subdivision lot-grading plans shall have residential structures lowest-
Sfloor elevations designed pursuant to the Hillsborough County
Construction Code.

Criteria.

The criteria for development in floodplains shall pertain to all floodplains and not be
limited to those floodplains identified on FEMA maps. The Engineer of Record (EOR)
shall be responsible for determining the on-site 100-year flood elevations if not
determined by a FEMA study. The EOR is required to submit a Letter of Map
Amendment or Map Revision to FEMA for any changes in flood zone designations or
modifications that may be used in modifying a FIRM designation as determined by a
detailed study of the area.

Special Flood Hazard Area (100-Year Frequency Floodplain).

No development (structures or fill) shall be allowed in the conveyance portion of any
100-year frequency floodplain as described by the Stormwater Management Section of
the Public Works Department associated with a freshwater stream, channel, lake, or
waterway, unless provisions are made to compensate for any reduction in conveyance
caused by the development and in accordance with this Chapter.

100-Year Frequency Floodplain Non-Coastal.

1. No development (structures or fill) shall be allowed in any 100-year frequency
non-coastal floodplain, unless provisions are made to compensate for the



reduction in storage volume due to the proposed development and pursuant to
this Code.

2 Within Zones A, A1-30, AE AO, AH on the FIRM, adequate drainage paths
around structures on slopes shall be provided to guide floodwaters around and
away from proposed structures and shall be pursuant to an approved plan. For
structures constructed in an area without an approved lot-grading plan and
outside of the Special Flood Hazard Area, the minimum elevation shall be

pursuant to the Florida Building Code or to alternatives approved by the
Building Official.

Compensation or Compensatory Storage Volumes.

Compensation storage volumes shall be provided in addition to stormwater detention or
retention volumes required to reduce peak runoff rates from the development and
pursuant to minimum standards under the Land Development Code and Stormwater
Technical Manual.

Earthen Fill.

No earthen fill shall be placed within a Special Flood Hazard Area unless an equal
amount of flood storage volume is created by excavation below the 100-year flood
elevation and above the seasonal high ground water table elevations and pursuant (o the
Hillsborough County Stormwater Technical Manual and in accordance with this
Chapter. No fill shall be allowed within the velocity zone as designated on the Flood
Insurance Rate Map or identified within the Flood Insurance Study, unless approved by
Hillsborough County through the review of appropriate analyses and background
material pursuant to this Chapter. Prior to any approval, the County may submit
respective analyses and background material based upon the current effective model for
technical review to the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) at the
discretion of the County’s Building Official or Flood Damage Control Administrator.

Exceptions shall be allowed if the floodplain is associated with a landlocked waterbody
and pursuant to variance procedures contained within Chapter 3 of the Hillsborough
County Construction Code.

Encroachment and Obstruction.

No encroachment or obstruction shall be allowed in a regulatory floodway or velocity
zone, as designated on the Flood Insurance Rate Map or identified within the Flood
Insurance Study, unless approved by Hillsborough County through the review of
appropriate analyses and background material pursuant to this Chapter. Prior to any
approval, the County may submit respective analyses and background material based
upon the current effective model for technical review to the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) at the discretion of the County’s Building Official or
Flood Damage Control Administrator.

Critical Facilities.

Construction of new critical facilities shall be, to the extent possible, located oulside the
limits of the SFHA, preferably outside the two-tenths (0.2%) annual chance floodplain,



which is also known as the five-hundred (500) year floodplain. Construction of new
critical facilities may be permissible within the SFHA if no feasible alternative sites are
available. Critical facilities constructed within the SFHA shall have the lowest floor
elevated three (3) or more feet above the base flood elevation at the site. Floodproofing
and sealing measures must be taken to ensure that toxic substances will not be displaced
by or released into floodwaters. Access routes elevated to or above the level of the base
flood elevation shall be provided to all critical facilities to the maximum extent possible.

Variances.

The Flood Damage Control Board shall hear and decide appeals and requests for
variances from the requirements to the Flood Damage Control Regulations pursuant to
this Code and requirements within the Hillsborough County Construction Code. Failure
to comply with requirements of a Flood Damage Control Board Order may be cause to
have the Board action repealed and, or, give cause for the Building Official to request
the Federal Emergency Management Agency remove availability of Federal flood
insurance for the property on which the Board action was granted.

Background:

This amendment is proposed by PGMD to codify Zoning Interpretation 06-0259 which addressed the nature of accessory
“educational buildings” referenced in the definition of “Church/Synagogue” in the Land Development Code. The
interpretation determined that such buildings are limited to those utilized for religious education, such as Bible study and
Sunday school classes, and do not include buildings utilized for a curriculum of academic instruction in compliance with
state compulsory school attendance laws. Buildings utilized for such academic instruction constitute a “School” as
regulated by the LDC and must be separately permitted as such to be allowed in conjunction with a church.

The interpretation reflects the historic application of the regulations and therefore the proposed amendment will not
create any new regulatory requirements for churchoperated schools.

DEFINITIONS

Church/Synagogue: Tax exempt buildings used for non-profit purposes by a recognized
and legally established sect for purpose of worship, including edueatienal buildings
utilized for religious education, such as Bible study classes, when operated by such
church/synagogue. Educational buildings which are utilized to provide a curriculum of
elementary and secondary academic instruction, including kindergartens, elementary
schools, junior high schools, and high schools, in compliance with the compulsory school
attendance law, Chapter 232, Florida Statutes, constitute a “school” as regulated by this
Code and separate permitting must be secured as prescribed for the use to be allowed.

SUBJEC FOUNDATION (TIE-IN) SURVEY PROGRAM

On June 26, 2006, the Planning and Growth Management Building Services Division implemented a
foundation (tie-in) survey program as required by Section 105.6 of the 2005 Hillsborough County
Construction Code.

During recent discussions with the BSD Hazard Mitigation Section, who is responsible for reviewing and
approving foundation (tie-in) surveys, we have concluded that requiring these surveys to be submitted
prior to the completion of the first framing inspection does not accomplish the purpose of this program
when structures are found to be out of compliance with the minimum vertical constraints imposed by the
County’s participation in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP).

Effective June 16, 2008, foundation (tie-in) surveys for all new commercial projects must be submitted to
one of our permitting offices immediately upon completion of the “lowest floor” or batter board
construction. Upon confirmation that the commercial building is in compliance with all horizontal and
vertical constraints, building inspection code 108, which is assigned to foundation (tie-in) surveys, will be
completed. The completion of this inspection will release the first bond beam and/or lintel inspection
(Inspection Code 110).

On December 20, 2006, the proposed Finished Floor Elevation (FFE) on all commercial buildings
became a minimum requirement of all commercial building permit applications. This information
continues to be omitted on construction plans submitted for building permits resulting in our Hazard
Mitigation Section being unable to efficiently review and approve the submitted foundation (tie-in)
surveys. Providing this information will greatly assist the development team during construction as we
have recently had several commercial projects that have been built below the County’s Design Flood
Elevation (DFE).
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
