1 would also like for you to ask the Growth and Development Review Manager how long
it would take for one reviewer to review a 200 lot subdivision If he did nothing else
other than work on this project 8-10 hours a day or his/her normal working time per
day. T would also like to know how long It would take to have a 15 foot long, 5 foot
high and 1 foot wide entrance monument reviewed and approved.



There ara cutrently hundreds of unapproved subdivision plans which date back to
approximately 3 years ‘ago which still remain un-permitted. Hillsborough County is
corracting this problem by working on procedures, organizational charts, streamline
processes, etc, to improve the depariment. I anticipate this process could take another
3-5 years to Improve the reviaw process to get It back to what It was four years ago. 1
belleve that the construction industry would agree that this Is unacceptable.

I belleva that It Is the philosophy of the planning commisslon and Its staff to limit
growth and development In the county. Each year we have less and less acres In
Hillshorough County to plan. As an example, I can assure you that no planner Is (or
should be) planning the re-development of the Brandon Town Center Mall,

It would be nice to obtaln from Planning Commission how many employees and
planners they employed In 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007. It would
also be nice to see what thelr budget was in 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006
and 2007.

It would also be nice to get a report from the Planning Commisslon Director on what
exactly each planner Is doing ali day long. They are currently trying to limit the urban
service area to permanently restrict growth and development in Hillshorough County,
which will definitely happen when the voters pass hometown democracy. I would also
like to see thelr 1 year, 2 year, 3 year, 4 year, etc. plan on how many permanent
layoffs they plan on doing each year In the future, It would be embarrassing to see that
they are planning to add staff with less and less land area to plan. At what stage will
they start laying off thelr employees and say “job well-done, misslon accomplished.”

When a 200 lot subdivision s approved, It might take up 200 acres of land that no
planner will ever have to work on again. When you get down to South Wimauma where
the future land use plan allows for one unit per 5 or 10 acres, I can imagine what a
planner Is dolng all day long planning that particular acreage. It would be interesting to
see the work product showing what each and every person Is working on with thelr
timesheets, as well as, the directed schedule of what they have been told to plan for
the future. I also don't. belleva that we should allow the planning commission to work
On any projects not required by law.
